 	Tell them there are different ad sizes available for different prices.


 	Hand them the letter and purchase order form. Show them the order form and ad prices.


 	If they are interested they can give you a check that day or can mail one. They can give you a paper copy of an ad or send it electronically. Info is on Ad Purchase Form.


 	If they give you a check that day give them a receipt.


 	If they would like to think about it ask them when would be a good time for you to come back.


 	Thank them for their time or purchase.


	If they pay you, put the ad, order form, and check in an envelope marked “AD SALE” and put in the TABB mailbox.
